	Lesson Overview
(What this lesson is about)
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Students will simulate restaurant experiences by role-playing the customer and the server’s role in a casual restaurant.  Teacher will provide a structured restaurant menu with Chinese dishes for students to practice vocabulary and class will be learn how to to carry out  a typical conversations in restaurants.

	Class Profile
	Mandarin class for Grade 10 in public school (25students—15 females, 10 males, 4 fluent speaker of Chinese). One third of the class is ELL students. Students. Student have prior background knowledge of Chinese PinYin and the four tones.



	Big Idea(s)

	-Listening and viewing with intent supports our understanding and acquisition of Mandarin.
-Acquiring a new language and learning about another culture deepens our understanding of our own language and culture and builds community.



	Curriculum Competencies
(What the students will do)
	-The communication competency encompasses the set of abilities that students use to impart and exchange information, experiences and ideas, to explore the world around them, and to understand and effectively engage in the use of digital media. 

- Students should be able to participate in sort and simple conversation (in this case, engage conversation in restaurants, ordering food.)

	Content 
(What the students will know from the lesson)
	
- Introduce typical restaurant conversation, students will learn how to order food, and learn the names of some basic Chinese dishes.

-Explore some dinning traditions in China. Emphasis key restaurant vocabulary and repeat sentences until students can pronounce each word. 

	Language Objectives

(What new language students will learn)
	- Students demonstrate vocabulary and cultural knowledge relates to the restaurant culture in China. They will be able to engage in different dining contexts. 
- Students practice speaking in pairs using key vocabulary and phrases with correct pronunciations and fluency.

	Lesson Stages
	 Learning Activities

	Time Allotted

	1.
	Warm-up 

Get students’ attention, connect to previous knowledge and explain why the topic is important to learn.



	Introduction 
-Ask how everyone is doing, what’s exciting/fun happening. 
-Ask students what is their favorite Chinese food and if anyone has any experience ordering food in a Chinese restaurant. 
-Announce the content of today’s lesson: “Today, we are going to learn the basic restaurant conversation in China and some dining traditions”
	10 min.

	2.
	Presentation

Teach the new content and language.
	Vocabulary: “Now let’s learn some Chinese dishes names.”  
-Hand out menus template sheets to the class. 
-Vocabulary production drill: identify some key restaurant vocabulary on the whiteboard, pronounce and repeat.
-Practice saying each item on the menu with students. (Menu items are very simple; pupils should be already fluent with these vocabularies.)
-Introducing a dialogue on whiteboard (A is the customer; B is the server). Practice pronunciation and sentences:
A:你好，我可以点餐吗？（hello, can I order food please）.
B.你好，你想吃什么？（hi，what would you like to eat?）
A:我想吃____.(I want to eat___.)
B.你想喝什么？（what would you like to drink?）
A:我想喝___.(I would like to drink__.)
B.好的，谢谢。（alright，thanks.）
Repeating/Reciting 
-Hand out practice sheets with instructions of dialogue conversation.
-Perform the dialogue several times and have class repeat each line. Do this until students can say each line with confidence.

	3.
	Practice and Production

Practice, reinforcement, and extension of the new content and language.




	-Have class take on the role of A(customer) do the dialogue with the instructor. Switch the role.
- Role play activity: First, at each group table, get into pairs and each play the role of customer and waiter/waitress, then switch roles. Each student should answer according to the menu (what their want to order/favorite food are). Circulate to provide feedback. Students will role-play with other classmates. 
-Checking comprehension: teacher will ask every pair of students to present their conversation scenario to the class.

	4.
	Closure


	Critical thinking:
-Invite class to compare/contrast the Chinese dining traditions from their own culture and ask volunteers to share.
-Ask students what they find the most interesting about the content/dining traditions, and ask them to think about is there anything else they would like to learn more on this topic. (think-pair-share)
-Exit slip: each student will write about their favorite Chinese food; which part of China is that food from.

	Assessment/Evaluation of Students’ Learning

	· Observation during pair work and classroom discussions and listen in as a form of formative assessment.
· Listen for student’s pronunciation and correct them if any mispronounced, teacher will help with clarify and intervene if anyone is not understanding (assessing speaking and listening).
· Students will develop a response journal throughout the term, they will record their reflection (interests, difficulties, suggestions etc.) at the end of each unit so that teacher can track their progress and seek feedback from students.
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
