Teacher Guide for Unit 2:

Again a fairly short unit but the next part is starting algebra and my experience is, even if they did some algebra in grade 8, it’s like starting over anyway, so I wanted it in a different unit.
I don’t give a lot of practice in this unit. I didn’t find my students really needed it but it might be a place to supplement (otherwise you’re giving a QuesT no more than 2 weeks after the first one). I supplemented here with a small real-world project. I think this is the one I had them cost out feeding the whole school turkey dinner.

I mentioned it in my course overview but I’ll say it again here. I have the students test on each concept 3 times. That’s why you’ll notice the same types of questions as QuesT 1 for the first 5 questions. Then I put that in a rolling mark for each section.
